Note: The depth of the mounting holes should be over T0mm
and the diameter should be less than 3mm.

I Assembling the Lifting Columns

» Attach the lifting columns to the crossbar using 8 screws g and
8 washers with Allen wrench @& .

* Make sure the Left Leg Column e is facing inward toward the Right
Leg Column Q and insert between the frame crossbar.
